
How to write your Curriculum Vitae 

We recommend your CV is 1 – 2 pages. 

Your CV should contain only your name, not your contact details such as address, telephone 
and fax numbers or email address – we supply your contact details to the client. 

Use a simple font such as arial or helvetica. 

Don’t cram everything into your CV, leave some white space so it’s easier to read.

Only include information that is relevant to your Art practice.

Your CV can include:

- Name
- Date of Birth and Place
- Education and Academic Qualifi cations, Courses
- Professional Appointments / Teaching Experience / Relevant employment roles
- Commissions (can include collaborative experiences)
- Solo Exhibitions
- Group Exhibitions (can be Selected Group Exhibitions)
- Grants
- Residencies
- Awards
- Bibliography
- Representation
